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用語解説
CSシリーズに関する用語について解説します。

AFT(Adapter Fault Tolerance)モード

eth0とeth1を1つの仮想アダプタとして機能さ
せることにより、プライマリポートが故障した
場合、即座にバックアップポートに切り替え運
用を継続させることができる。

ALB(Adaptive Load Balancing)モード

eth0とeth1を1つの仮想アダプタ(bond0)とし
て機能させることにより、各ポートに通信を分
散し、スループットを向上させることができ
る 。

anonymous FTP

FTP（File Transfer Protocol）の利用方法のひと
つで、F T Pサーバをインターネット上で公開
し、誰でも使用できるようにしたもの。利用者
は特定のアカウントを持たない匿名でもサーバ
にアクセスすることができる。

BIOS(Basic Input Output System)

基本的な入出力を行うプログラムのこと。

CGI（Common Gateway interface）

WebサーバのHTML文書から外部プログラムを
呼び出すための仕掛け。Webサーバ機能をさま
ざまな用途に拡張できる。

DHCP(Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol）

ネットワークに接続された各端末はI P アドレ
ス、DNSサーバなど、各種の設定を行う必要が
ある。
これらに関する情報をDHCPサーバに登録して
おくと、LANポートに接続された機器の設定を
DHCPサーバが自動的に行う。

DNS(Domain Name System）

ネットワーク上のマシンの名前とIPアドレスを
相互に変換するシステム。
覚えにくいIPアドレスを使わずに、マシン名で
あるドメイン名(例えばwww.nec.co.jp)を使っ
て通信を可能にする。
DNSソフトウェアはネームサーバとリゾルバと
呼ばれる二つの機能を持つ。
ネームサーバは、ドメインネームとI Pアドレス
を管理するデータベースにアクセスし、マシン
名とIPアドレスを変換する機能を持つ。
リゾルバはクライアントの要求に応じて、ネー
ムサーバに問い合わせを行う機能である。代表
的なDNSソフトウェアに、B INDがある。

Ethernet（→「イーサネット」）

FQDN(Fully Qualified Domain Name）

TCP / I Pネットワーク上で、ドメイン名やサブ
ドメイン名、ホスト名を省略せずにすべて指定
した記述形式のこと。

FTP(File Transfer Protocol)

TCP/ IPネットワークでファイルを転送するた
めに使われるプロトコル、またはプログラムを
指す。FTPでファイルを転送するには、通常は
ユーザー名とパスワードが必要であるが、
anonymous（匿名の意味）というユーザ名で、
誰でも使用できるFTPサーバもあり、これは、
anonymous FTPサーバと呼ばれる。

HTML(Hyper Text Markup Language)

Webサーバで公開する情報を記述するための言
語。文字や画像を結び合わせたハイパーテキス
ト文書を作成できる。
HTMLを記述するには、文書の論理構造を、タ
グと呼ぶ記号を使って示さなければならない
が、現在はHTMLを簡単に作成するツールが数
多く存在している。Webブラウザは、Webサー
バ上にあるHTMLファイルを実際に表示するソ
フトウェアである。Webサーバにアクセスする
には、URL（Uniform Resource Locator）、例
えば「http://www.nec.co.jp/」を指定する。
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HTTP(Hyper Text Transfer Protocol)

WebサーバとWebブラウザがファイルなどの情
報をやり取りするためのプロトコル。

iCAP（Internet Content Adaptation Protocol）

インターネット上を流れるデータの変更やス
キャニングを可能にするオープンプロトコル。
本製品では、U R L フィルタリングソフト
「InterSafe」のiCAP版に対応しています。

ICP（Internet Cache Protocol）

キャッシュサーバが他サーバへキャッシュデー
タの有無を確認するためのプロトコル。
隣接プロキシが存在する場合に使われます。

IP(Internet Protocol）

ネットワーク間でのデータの中継経路を決定す
るためのプロトコル。通信プロトコルの体系に
おいて、TCPとIPは非常に重要なので、これら
二つを合わせてTCP/IPとも呼ばれる。

IP（Internet Protocol）アドレス

TCP/IP通信においてネットワーク上の各端末
の位置を特定するために使用される32ビットの
アドレス。通常は8ビットずつ4つに区切って0
～255.0～255.0～255.0～255という10進数
の数字列で表される。ルータはIPアドレスを複
数持つ。
例）130.158.60.5

LAN（Local Area Network）

同一フロアーや敷地内の比較的小さな規模の
ネットワークのことをいう。

LDAP（Lightweight Directory Access Protocol）

ディレクトリデータベースにアクセスするため
のプロトコル。
本製品では、Ldap認証サービスを使用可能で
す 。

Linux

Linus Torvalds氏を中心に、世界中の開発者が
インターネットを利用して、相互に協力しなが
ら開発・保守しているUNIX互換OS。

Management Console

キャッシングシステムで使用するWebブラウザ
による運用管理（システムの各種設定および状態
確認）ツールの名称。Web-based Manage-
ment Consoleの略称としてWbMCと表記する
こともある。

MIME（Multipurpose Internet Mail Extention）

インターネットを介してさまざまなデータを送
るための拡張仕様。

PING(Packet InterNet Groper）

ある端末から他の端末への接続が正常に行える
かどうかを試験するプログラム。

POP(Post Office Protocol)

TCP/ IPのアプリケーションプロトコルの一つ
で、クライアントがサーバからメールを取得す
るときに用いられるプロトコル。

Radius（Remote Authentication Dial In User
Service）

ダイヤルアップユーザの認証システム。
アクセスサーバとの間で認証用のユーザIDやパ
スワードをやり取りする際にはMD5を使った独
自の方式を用いる。
本製品では、Radius認証サービスを使用可能で
す 。

SMTP(Simple Mail Transfer Protocol)

TCP/ IPのアプリケーションプロトコルの一つ
で、電子メールの配送のためのプロトコル。

SSL(Secure Socket Layer）

Webサーバが信頼できるものかの認証を行った
り、Webブラウザのフォームから送信する情報
を暗号化するために用いられる技術。SSLを用
いるには、Webサーバに秘密鍵と証明書を設定
する必要がある。証明書はベリサインなどの認

TCP/IP(Transmission Control Protocol/Internet
Protocol)

UDP(User Datagram Protocol)などを含めたプ
ロトコル群をTCP/ IPと総称することが多い。

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Telnet (Telecommunication Network)

イーサネット(Ethernet)

クライアント

サーバ

システム運用管理

理する構成管理、トラフィックやプロセスの使
用率を管理する性能管理、パスワードやアクセ
ス権を制御するセキュリティ管理などがある。

ストリーミング

サーバにあるサウンドデータや動画データを
ネットワーク経由でダウンロードしながら順次
再生することを可能にする技術。主なものにリ
アルネットワークスのRealVideoやマイクロソ

ルのQuickTimeなどがある。

デフォルトゲートウェイ

I Pパケットを他のネットワークへ転送するとき
に使用する回送先。接続しているネットワーク
上にないホスト（ルータを超えた他のホスト）と
のデータの送受信をする際に複雑な経路制御を
特定のホストに任せる方式において「特定のホス
ト」のことをデフォルトゲートウェイと呼ぶ。
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ドメイン

大規模なネットワークを論理的なグループに分
割して、個々のコンピュータやユーザーを識
別・管理するための概念。
インターネットの世界では、IPアドレスに対応
して付けられる名前の範囲をドメインと呼ぶ。
IPアドレスとドメイン名はDNSサーバが対応づ
ける。LAN/WANの世界では、Windows 2000
サーバなどのネットワーク管理単位をドメイン
と呼ぶ。

ネームサーバ

ネットワーク内でユーザー名やコンピュータ名
に関する情報を提供するサーバ。代表的なもの

パケット

ブラウザ

インターネットのホームページを見るためのソ

ネットスケープ・コミュニケーションズ社の
ネットスケープ・ナビゲーターや、マイクロソ
フト社のインターネット・エクスプローラな
ど 。

プロキシ

インターネット環境で、クライアントからの要
求を受けると、クライアントに代わってサーバ
にアクセスし、サーバから受け取ったデータを
クライアントに転送するソフトウェア。
クライアントが気が付かずに動作する場合を特
に、透過プロキシと呼ぶ。
セキュリティの向上と、ネットワーク負荷の集
中を避ける(キャッシング機能の)ために使用さ
れる。

プロトコル

ネットワークを介してデータを交換するための
取り決め。通信規約。
通信ケーブルの種類などの物理的な規定から、

プロバイダ

Preamble

  The licenses for most software are designed to take away your freedom to share and change it.  By contrast, the GNU General
Public Licenses are intended to guarantee your freedom to share and change free software--to make sure the software is free for
all its users.

  This license, the Lesser General Public License, applies to some specially designated software packages--typically libraries--of
the Free Software Foundation and other authors who decide to use it.  You can use it too, but we suggest you first think
carefully about whether this license or the ordinary General Public License is the better strategy to use in any particular case,
based on the explanations below.

  When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom of use, not price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to
make sure that you have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge for this service if you wish); that you
receive source code or can get it if you want it; that you can change the software and use pieces of it in new free programs; and
that you are informed that you can do these things.
