Preamble

The licenses for most software are designed to take away your
freedom to share and change it.

The Licensor grants to the Recipient a license to use the Licensed Program in any and all countries in accordance
with each of the provisions set forth in this Agreement. However, any and all rights underlying in the Licensed
Program shall be held by the Licensor. In no sense is this Agreement intended to transfer any right relating to the
Licensed Program held by the Licensor except as specifically set forth herein or any right relating to any
trademark, trade name, or service mark to the Recipient.

1. The Recipient may install the Licensed Program on any number of Computers and use the same in
accordance with the provisions set forth in this Agreement.

2. The Recipient may use the Licensed Program, with or without modification in printed materials or in
Digital Content as an expression of character texts or the like.

3. The Recipient may conduct Reproduction and Other Exploitation of the printed materials and Digital
Content created in accordance with the preceding Paragraph, for commercial or non-commercial purposes and in
any form of media including but not limited to broadcasting, communication and various recording media.

4. If any Recipient extracts Embedded Fonts from a Digital Document File to create a Derived Program, such
Derived Program shall be subject to the terms of this agreement.

5. If any Recipient performs Reproduction or Other Exploitation of a Digital Document File in which
Embe
