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3. Installing/Removing the Bezel to the Server

Take the steps below to install the bezel to the server.

eRead the sections "Safety Precautions" and "Handling precautions” in the User's Guide of the
server in which you are going to install the bezel to install or remove the bezel safely and

properly.

Note: The outer dimension of the server is as follows after the bezel is installed.

175.0 mm (Width) x 492.0 mm (Depth) x 367.0 mm (Height) (Projection excluded)

1. Pull the front bezel as shown in figure below, then remove the front bezel.

2. Install the front bezel as shown in figure below.

Insert the three hinges of front bezel into the
holes of server

3. Stick the nameplate on the bezel shown by the slant lines in the figure below.

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4. Changing the jumper settings
(Only in case of Express5800/T110j and Express5800/T110k)

eTo avoid danger and prevent malfunction, turn off the power of the server and
unplug the power plug from the outlet before performing the installation.
eDo not change the setting of other jumper pins. Doing so may cause malfunction
or failure of the server.

When using dust proof bezel, set jumper (J_DUST_B) on the motherboard to “Enabled” (Set to 2-3).
If dust proof bezel is not used, set jumper (J_DUST_B) on the motherboard to “Disabled” (Set to 1-2).

5. Updating the system configuration information
(Only in case of Express5800/T110j and Express5800/T110k)

Update the system configuration information by following procedure.

1) Install the side cover and cables which you removed at changing of jumper setting.

2) Connect the AC cord to the server, then push the power switch to power on.

3) After the POST screen appears, push POWER switch in order to power off the server.

4) Remove the AC cord from the server, and leave the AC power of the server off around 30 seconds.
5) Connect the AC cord to the server again, and push POWER switch in order to power on the server.

6. Replacement of Dust-proof Filter

The service life of dust-proof filter is six months (recommended) or one year (maximum).
The life time depends on usage environment. Use N8147-27 Dust filter for tower for replacement.

olf the server is operated for long time without replacing the filter, a malfunction may be
generated due to the temperature rise of the device caused by clogged dust.

1. Push the dust proof cover as shown in figure below, then remove the dust proof cover.
