3. “Derived Program” shall mean a Digital Font Program created as a result of a modification, addition,
deletion, replacement or any other adaptation to or of a part or all of the Licensed Program, and includes a case
where a Digital Font Program newly created by retrieving font information from a part or all of the Licensed
Program or Embedded Fonts from a Digital Document File with or without modification of the retrieved font
information.
